iStand-Up with Jeremy Leverton
Jeremy Leverton makes his Edinburgh Free Festival debut at the 2008 Festival Fringe, bringing his own special brand of laid back bemusement to his one-man (FREE) show, iStand-Up at the Laughing Horse @ Espionage (Kasbar), for seven nights between 2nd and 9th August, with previews on 31st July and 1st August.

The seeds for Jeremy’s stand-up career were planted when he was invited on stage by Paul Merton in November 1998 at The Anvil in Basingstoke, having won the caption competition at Paul’s show there.  In front of a packed house Jeremy failed to deliver a joke, but still got a laugh.  

Six years later, Jeremy decided to give it a “proper go”.  By way of a stand-up workshop at the South Hill Park Arts Centre in Bracknell in 2004 and the Comedy School’s Stand-Up Comedy course in London in 2005, both culminating with performances in front of packed audiences.  His respective three and five minute sets were very well received and Jeremy saw the potential for taking this further.

Gigging proper followed in 2006 and Jeremy stepped-up his gigging in 2007 in the lead-up to last year’s twenty-five-minute set on the Edinburgh Festival Fringe.

Jeremy returns for his second Edinburgh Festival Fringe with his first FREE show.  After the iPod, the iPlayer, the iPhone and iRobot(?) comes iStand-Up.  For iStand-Up, Jeremy puts his comedy playlist on shuffle for a sideways look at life, the universe and everything, offering a random pick of life’s perplexing issues, topical, historical and general, with no two shows likely to be the same.
